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0D To prevent maritime distress in the fog:

Early understanding of weather and marine conditions

Grasp the weather and marine conditions early and allow extra time when
you make navigation plans.

Enforcement of the proper lookout
Keep a proper lookout by increasing personnel, use of radar, AlS, etc.

Use of sound signhals
Use the sound signals to let other vessels know of your presence.

Navigation at a safe speed
Slow down when the visibility is poor.
